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Game Show Presenter PLUS

Game Show Presenter PLUS edition is flexible and fun game show software for presentations and
events. It's easy to use. With this software, you can make your information fun to learn by presenting it
as a customized game show based on your questions.

This Software Guide is itself a learning tool. It features many visual tours of the program’'s screens with
clickable bullets that give you further explanation. The guide provides details on how to create and run
your game show.

This software has two sides. One is the Game Show Studio, where your game show is performed,
starting with a big title screen. The other is the Quiz Editor, where you write your questions and
choose game show options. You can easily flip back and forth between them using the menus at the top
of the program window.

When the program first opens, there's a Getting Started screen for choosing which areas you want to
enter first. Your quiz questions and settings are saved in files you create -- one for each game show
you make.

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Getting started is easy from the Welcome Screen of Game Show Presenter. If the program is not yet
registered, it will present you some choices for demo mode, purchasing and entering registration codes. After
that, there are two main buttons. To create or edit a game show file, click the Open Quiz Editor button. To
open a game show file in order to play it, click the Play Game Show button, open a file, and then click PLAY
SHOW. There are several modes of competition. If you are just getting started with the program, choose 1-
Player mode and away you go!

TIP: How do you open a quiz file that you have already created? Easy. Just start the program Game
Show PLUS. Click the Open Quiz Editor button or Play Game Show button. And when you see the dialog box
(#4 in the image above), click on the Open a File button. An open file dialog box will then let you select your
quiz file and open it.
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Play Game Show button brings up the file choices (see #4 above). You can open a game show file
and play it in the Game Show Studio.
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Open Quiz Editor button brings up the choices in #4 so you can setup a game show in the Quiz
Editor area of the program.

n File start window (Opens when you click Play Game Show or Open Quiz Editor)
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The File Open window comes up when you click either Play Game Show or Open Quiz Editor buttons.
The "What do you want to do?" window gives you a chance to start a new game show file or open one
that already exists. In the PLUS edition, all quiz questions and settings are stored in separate files. If
you click Start New File, the software will ask you to name the file and choose it's location. If you
click Open a File, a file open dialog box will appear for you to select a file. (Techie detail: The game
show files have the extension type .cxt)

Opening older files: If you created a quiz in the Presentation Edition of Game Show Presenter, you
can open that quiz in the PLUS version. Here's how: First, you need to have saved the game show in
the Presentation Edition using the SAVE A COPY command under the QUIZ menu. Doing that creates

a .cxt file that the PLUS edition will recognize. In the PLUS edition, when you click Open a File (as
shown above) you will be able to choose the .cxt file from the earlier version. After that, just follow the
directions on screen and a new file will be created using your quiz from the old version. Then you can
edit the questions or game show settings as you like.
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Quiz Editor

Quiz Editor is where you make your quiz show by creating rounds, choosing game formats, writing quiz
questions and setting options such as buzzers, music and show title.

Your game show is organized in one or more rounds. You can have up to 12 rounds in the show!
Each round can hold a different number of questions. You can give each round a unique title, such as
"Wakeup Round" or "Brain Drain Round". You can also choose the game show format used in each round.

Game Show formats: Currently there are two formats, with more coming soon. The formats are:

1) Category Game Round - similar to Jeopardy in that players select a question from a category. The
round ends when all the questions have been answered.

2) Classic Quiz Game Round - players face 1 or more questions in a series. When you set up a classic
quiz round, you decide how many questions will be used. The round ends when that number of questions
has been used.

Updating old version quizzes:

If you are a user of the previous Presentation Edition of Game Show Presenter, the new PLUS edition
can convert your quiz file easily from version 3 or later. Here's how: First, in the Presentation Edition
you need to have saved the game show file using the SAVE A COPY command under the QUIZ menu.
Doing that creates a .cxt file that the PLUS edition will recognize. In the PLUS edition, when you click
Open a File (as shown above) you will be able to choose the .cxt file from the earlier version. After that,
just follow the directions on screen and a new file will be created using your quiz from the old version.
Then you can edit the questions or game show settings as you like.

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Main Setup Screen

The Main Setup Screen shown above is where you set the appearance, sounds and structure of your game show. You create new
rounds (up to 12 per game), set a show title, choose a set design, select music, adjust buzz-in settings, and much more. This also
serves as the opening screen of the Quiz Editor. When you are in the Quiz Editor, you can always get back to this screen by clicking
on Main Setup at the top of the list of rounds. When you want to edit the questions or settings of a specific round in the show, you
just click that round in the Round Menu list (#4 above).

Quiz Editor Main Setup screen

Quiz Editor Main Setup Screen is the starting point to create your quiz show. Here you can

add rounds to the quiz show, give the show a name, and choose many options such as game
show music, buzzer settings and more. There is a menu that lists all the rounds in your show as you create them. You can go
to any round just be clicking its name in the menu list.

Menus (click for commands such as Open File Save File, Save As, Print Quiz and more)

Commands such as Open, Close, Save, Save As, Print Quiz, Import and Export are here. Menus
change based on where you are in the program. Preferences menu has many options.

Import lets you bring in questions stored in tab-delimited text format and, on Windows PCs, in
Excel format. The import process is flexible, allowing you to select how your fields of quiz data will be sorted. The parts of a
given question must be on the same line and separated by a tab with a return at the end (or be in separate columns in Excel).
If you are new to this concept, take the sample quiz and Export it. Then look at how the exported text file is arranged.

New Round button When you create a new round, you can choose its format (Category Board, etc.)

New Round button lets you create a new game show round. There can be up to 12 rounds. After a round is
created, it will appear in the round menu list. You can edit that round any time by clicking on it in the list.
